 Adam:  GYE NYAME – Except God, I fear none.

Ausar:  NYAME NNWU NA MAWU – Life After 
Death

NOTE:  Ausar also has a second symbol, like his wife 
Aset does.  This second symbol is “The Swords of War,”
AKOFENA.  Her wears each on his upper arm, but this 
third symbol is the one in the center of his chest.

 

 Ausar’s 2nd symbol – AKOFENA, Swords of War

This 3rd symbol of Ausar = ADINKRAHENE – 
greatness, charisma, leadership.  Adinkra King

Heru: KWATAKYE ATIKO - Bravery
